  Onshore Materials: Morganza to the Gulf Levee
   Crews at Reach E continue to push forward with the completion of 
the original scope and the new challenges which accompany our new 
scope.  In addition to placing fill, crews have degraded several sections 
and work to install reinforcement fabric prior to raising the levee.  

   SWE recently completed the installation of 340 Cajun Corals near 
Pelican Island for the CCA and Danos. The install of these modules is 
expected to create fish habitat for an area that has been hit hard with 
land and structure loss.

Setting 72” Culverts at 105 in Laplace

  Onshore Materials & SWE: West Shore Lake Pontchartrain 

   Work in Laplace has not stopped throughout the winter and into the 
spring.  Both the 101 and 105 projects have made substantial progress 
and helped OM push through the winter.  At 101 we completed clearing 
operations with the help of Shallow Water Equipment and began the 
installation of wick drains with our specialty subcontractor.  Despite 
heavy rains and saturated conditions, sand placement has continued 
and we hope to be ready to resume embankment operations in March.  
	 On the 105 project, crews have successfully installed another set of 
72” drainage pipe and begun installation of sand for a working platform 
on the project.  Shallow Water Equipment has successfully cleared 
60% of the site and anticipates completion in early spring.  Excavation 
of the drainage canal and fill placement will begin late March and prog-
ress throughout the remainder of the year.

Reach E Fabric Installation

  Onshore Materials: Raceland Prairie Project

   The Raceland Prairie Project is underway and making progress despite 
the lingering winter weather.  Crews have been working on Reach 1 
and Reach 3 to raise the levees to the required grade. Hauling began in 
February and will likely continue into the fall.
